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CSF Standing Policy 6

CSF Policy on the Results of Budget Cuts, and the Restoration of Funding

Approved: May 3, 2003

While the Council on Student Fees generally opposes budget reductions, especially those impacting the Registration Fee funded departments, the CSF has agreed that when student service reductions are being implemented, the following conditions shall be met:

1. If the cuts that are being implemented have resulted in the campus needing to shift new departments or services onto Registration Fee funding, the committee on each campus shall recommend which department or service to buy in to.

a. This ensures that each campus’ committee has the choice of which unit or function to take on.

b. None of these changes should be in violation of CSF Standing Policy 2, which delineates the appropriateness for Registration Fee funding to go to given departments, in whole or in part.

2. Any department currently receiving Registration Fee funds, or those newly shifted onto Registration Fee funding, should be under the jurisdiction of that campus’ committee. 

3. Any budget reductions that are made shall be detailed in writing by the campus administration with reference to committee deliberations a commitment that these funds will be restored at some point and an explanation regarding how funds will be restored.
