Over the past three years, undergraduate student fees have increased over 62%. Historically, UC
has maintained a policy that financial aid funds would keep pace with increases in fees, and has
returned 33% of fees collected to financial aid. In 2004-2005, the UC Regents reduced the Return
fo Aid to only 20%, and to 25% for 2005-2006. Over the past two years, the net cuts to Return to
Financial Aid total over $12 million.
